�1.1	�Have you reviewed your premises’  
security arrangements?

1.2	� Does the premises have a single 
entry point to restrict access from 
nearby properties if possible?

1.3	� Is the premises locked during night 
time hours?

1.4	�� Does the premises have adequate 
locks on doors and any opening 
windows?

1.5	� Are internal doors closed to prevent 
fire spreading?

1.6	� Are perimeter gates locked at night 
to restrict people or vehicle access?

1.7	� Are adequate measures in place to 
protect vulnerable areas against 
unauthorised access?

1.8	� Is the premises building concealed 
by trees or shrubs?

Arson is the most common cause of large fire losses and can  
therefore pose a significant threat to your premises. 
This checklist will help you review your risk and guide you through some simple steps to reduce the 
risk of becoming a victim of arson, often at little or no cost.

We strongly recommend that you take further action appropriate to your situation, as we appreciate 
that different types of business or charity will have differing risk factors e.g. location or usage.
